Who will be able to
view your information?

Only authorised health and care staff that are directly
providing you with care, when receiving care from local
hospitals, community services, mental health services,
urgent care services and emergency services.

What will they see?

@ Vaccinations and (if applicable)
immunisations w End of life wishes and
v Dates of GP and Supportive Care details
Hospital attendance (if applicable)

Please note that information shared is only used for direct
patient care. It is not used for any other purpose such as
research and it is not given or sold to anyone else.



Protecting
Information

Only authorised health and care staff can view your medical
record when you receive direct patient care. What’s more,
access is provided through a locked network ensuring your

information is always secured to the highest possible standards.

The information you share will always be protected




What is not shared?

Your Care Connected does not share
everything from your GP record.

We follow national guidance on patient confidentiality and
the sharing of sensitive information. As a result, Your Care
Connected does not currently share information relating to:

w |[VF treatment w Sexually transmitted infections
w HIV and AIDS @ Termination of pregnancy
w Gender reassignment w Free text from GP consultations

Your information,
your choice

Your Care Connected will share your information to improve
the care you receive but you can request to opt out.

If you are happy to share your medical information with those
treating you, then you do not need to do anything further.

Opting Out

If you decide to opt out of Your Care Connected your GP
record will not be shared electronically, even in emergency
situations.

You will also be opting out of other GP record sharing schemes, for
example, restricting access to extended services and
appointments that are being provided by neighbouring GP
practices.

If you wish to opt out, you can either download an opt-out
form from our website to print out and hand in to your
practice, or ask your practice receptionist for an opt-out form.
